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times) , and the difference was statistically significant (+=27. 800, P<C0. 01). There was no statistically
significant difference in the frequency of defecation before and after treatment between two groups ( t=

—0. 460 and —0. 662,both P>>0. 05). Furthermore there was also no statistically significant difference in

the rate of normal bowel movements between observation group and treatment group after treatment

(50.8%(130/256) vs 57. 9% (132/228; y* =2.458. P=0.117). There was no significant difference in
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
